Report on the Webinar session on the topic “UNLEASH YOUR CREATIVE POTENTIAL.”

Objectives: 

This webinar particularly aimed to encourage students to unleash their creative potential and think 

innovatively in every sphere of life with the help of some engineering activities. 

  

Delegates (Speakers, outsiders who all attended): Dr.(Ms.) P.K. Tulsi, superannuated from NITTTR, 

Chandigarh as professor. 

  

Activities done: 

An exclusive webinar session for the students and faculty of ADGITM was organized by the CSE 

department, on the topic ‘Unleash your creative potential’ scheduled on 12 August 2021(Thursday) at 

11:30 am. The session was presided over by DR PK Tulsi who has been superannuated from NITTTR, 

Chandigarh as professor after serving the institute for 34 years. The webinar aimed to encourage every 

patient listener to strengthen their creative potential. DR PK Tulsi commended all the students for their 

high spirit and faculty members for imparting education during the pandemic as well.  

  

Firstly, she introduced some creative activities to us and at the same time she imparted adequate 

amount of zeal to participate in those activities. These activities aimed to intensify the sphere of 

creativity in us. 

We started with the ‘30 circles challenge’ in which we had to draw anything recognizable in as many 

circles as we could in a time frame of 3 minutes. Secondly, she presented a beautiful slide which said 

'Scientists explore, experiment and discover whereas engineers design, build and construct.’ This 

definitely resonated with everyone out there.  

  

In addition to this, various other activities were also conducted to suffice the aim of the webinar. We 

were asked to fill up a google form through which we were able to convey our thoughts to her. She also 

made us discuss the fact that every individual is creative and is gifted with different abilities.  



  

The next topic of discussion was ‘multi-perspective view.’ She asked us to put forward our views on this 

topic and with the help of her wonderful way of teaching, every single concept was clear to everyone, 

and it seemed so effortless. 

  

The next topics discussed were conformity and rigidity. We were asked to solve a problem in which 

capacity of jar was indicated in liters and we were supposed to solve the question. The most noticeable 

thing in this entire webinar was that for every problem everyone came up with different solutions and 

approaches which definitely persuaded everyone to unleash their creative potential. 

  

Later, she also tried to encourage everyone to be knowledgeable, to speak and react.  

She convinced us that it is not easy to challenge the existing stereotypes in our society but also at the 

same time no one can change us if we challenge ourselves. 

She gave some measures to overcome functional fixedness and told us to never let the child in us ever 

die. The last topic which she introduced is ‘Resource Myopia’ which she explained with few examples. 

  

Lastly, our teachers and students expressed gratitude towards her as well as the CSE department for 

such an enriching session. 

She further thanked everyone for their exemplary efforts in the webinar.
